Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) 

1. When and where is the commencement ceremony? 

    Location: Crown Plaza—Ravinia 4355 Ashford Dunwoody Rd, Atlanta, GA 30346, Ravinia Ballroom 

             Date: Saturday, June 20, 2026 

      Time: 11:00 AM (Graduates must arrive by 9:45 AM) 

2. How do I register to participate in commencement? 

    Starting on April 13, 2026, graduates must register using the commencement ceremony website: 

graduation.ict.edu. Complete the information form, including any required payment fees by the 

graduation. (Cap and Gown package: Cost $99.85 if paid by May 15, 2026.) If paid after, the price 

will increase to $ 129.85. 

3. When do I receive my cap and gown? 

       Cap & gown orders must be placed by Sunday, May 31, 2026. Caps & gowns can be picked up at your 

local campus during the week before graduation. Students are responsible for ensuring their gown is 

steamed or pressed before attending the ceremony. 

4. How many guests can I bring? 

      Each graduate receives 4 invitations for guests. 

5. What should I wear under my gown? 

      Business or semi-formal attire is recommended. Comfortable shoes are advised, as you may be 

standing or walking for extended periods. 

6. Where do I park? 

         Parking is available at the Crown Plaza parking garage. Parking fees may apply. Arrive early to secure 

a spot. Services will be available to shuttle parking from the garage to the main ballroom. Carpooling 

is encouraged! Additional parking is available at the Perimeter Mall.
